HOW TO BE A BAND

Part 4

By Em from Bomb lbiza

Promotions

The balance between music, life
and sanity is always a challenging
one. Having run gigs for around six
years, I've seen this re#tected in the
life-cycles of numerous bands (and
other promoters"). We've seen them
get together, peak, trough, split up,

reform, change styles, change line-ups,
re-name, be best mates - and be worst

enemies.
Promoters — just like bands — evolve
and have to deal with change and

stress. Like bands, choosing to invest

your time so heavily in music has
consequences, and managing those
consequences can sometimes be a
bigger challenge than what it is

you are aspiring to do in the !rst
place. As well as music, we all have
individual lives to live — work, friends,

relationships, other hobbies etc can all

be more important. Whether we treat
them as such is up to us.

In this issue of my HTBAB neurosis | am

therefore going to re#ect on some of

the themes that seem most important to

me in managing this balance. As per

usual none of this will be rocket science,
but hopefully some of my observations

will make sense in the context of the

behaviours you see in the UK DIY scene

today.

. Keep it Simple: Ever feel

overwhelmed? Like you just want

to have ten minutes in front of
the TV with a cup of tea, but
8 you can't because of the things

buzzing around your head telling
you to do the 98 band-related
chores that have been building
up for weeks? It's a pretty naturab

occurrence from what | can gather.

My best advice is to try to be
organised — keep lists of what
you have to get done and then
(a) you will feel better for having
some semblance of control, (B)
it'll be easier to work out what
you can feasibly do and what you
may need to delegate, and (¢ )
you'll feel a sense of satisfaction
at actually getting somewhere as
you achieve what you've set out to
do — and less like you are simply
on a treadmill. .
As | look back now, it's exactly
how you said: The vast majority
of band arguments / frustrations

| have seen come down to poor
communication (perhaps because
I'm often the third party that they
talk to, and therefore | get to see
all sides") In order to keep sane,
I've always felt that bands could
try a bit harder to talk to each
other about how they are Inding
things.

ART REVIEW

Ray Lowry Exhibition

Salford Museum and Art Gallery

5th December 2009 — 7th March 2010
I've never felt energy or optimism from
an art exhibition before. | used to
think of them as | experienced in my
awkward teenage years; boring, a bit
too consistent and unnecessarily quiet.
But the Ray Lowry exhibition at the
Salford Museum and Art Gallery has
change all that. The inspiring life of
the Salford born artist is told in bursts
around a spacious but disorganised
room, and | get the impression this
says a lot about Lowry’s personality.
Touring with The Clash in the seventies
gave Lowry an opportunity to create
vibrant ink pieces from the side of

the stage and also gave him an
introduction to the world of punk-rock
and politics. The letters he wrote

to friends are sprawled across one
section giving an equally random

and entertaining insight into his strong
opinions about war, drugs and hating
Paul McCartney" A small TV in the
corner blasts out songs by The Clash
and | like this — this exhibition didn’t
deserve to be silent. It's not just art
on offer here. You can learn all about
Lowry’s life and experiences from the
quotes around the room. One which
thrills me is the descriptive story of
young Joe Strummer throwing a glass
ash tray across a dressing room one
evening on tour. The small collection
of cartoon drawings, as featured in
NME magazine in the eighties, shows
just how passionate about some of
these issues Lowry really was. By far
my favourite part of the exhibition is
the urban landscapes display. Lowry
showed that he was more than capable
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
